Parish Plan





A discussion took place in October with a representative of the Rural Community Council regarding the preparation of a Parish plan for Frisby which would incorporate both a Village Design Statement and a Village Appraisal. A subsequent meeting with a member of the MBC Planning Department established that there is no formal link between the production of a Design Statement and the planning process. The Parish Council therefore considered that, for now, little is to be gained in producing a Design Statement or a Parish Plan.

   ‘Making a Difference’ Grant





Information was received from MBC regarding this scheme with the deadline of 5th December 2006. The Parish Council application was successful and we have received a grant for £900 to establish a ‘wild flower meadow’ at the Rotherby Lane Burial Ground.
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Brooksby Landfill





Although this application is outside our village catchment area, your Parish Council has been involved in discussions with other local Parish Councils about it. Councillors attended a public meeting in September and subsequent meetings with MBC. Concerns have been expressed about the increased volume of traffic that a landfill site would produce, about the possibility of Rearsby brook and the river Wreake being polluted by contaminants from the site and also the possibilities of air borne pollution, noise, smells and its potential as a breeding ground for rodents and flies. The Parish Council has written to LCC to lodge its concerns.








Information regarding this grant was received from MBC. Deadlines for submissions was 5th December. You’ll be pleased to hear that our application was successful and we have £900 for the planting of a wild flower garden at the Burial Ground.
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Dog Fouling





In our last Newsletter we quoted one young resident who made the point that owners who don’t clear up after their animals ‘give responsible dog owners a bad name’. Further complaints have been received. One asks all residents to ’help keep our beautiful village free from disgusting piles of ’dog mess’. Another relates to fouling around the pits. The Parish Council have (a) chased MBC regarding the frequency of emptying of bins and (b) after a thorough investigation have decided NOT to resite the bin on Water Lane as residents suggest it serves both the field path and Water Lane in its present location. Problems at the ‘Pits’


      


Problems have been reported by the Asfordby and Melton Society of Anglers: particularly trespassing, unauthorised camping, damage to signs, fishing peg marker posts and gate locks, horse riders ignoring signs and not keeping to the bridleways, dog fouling and the sinking of a boat which cost a lot of money to repair. The Parish Council suggests that acts of vandalism should be reported to the police.
