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	We’d like to let you know about some of the issues the Parish Council has been involved in over the past months. At the local government elections on May 5, three councillors were re-confirmed in post and Charles Sercombe was subsequently co-opted. Peter Crowder’s retirement from the Parish Council created a vacancy. Some interest was shown and we subsequently co-opted Chris Palmer to the vacancy. There are other roles in the community that we’d like help with. Due to Peter’s retirement, we no longer have a ‘flood warden’. This role is mainly about liaising with Severn Trent and the Environment Agency and informing them about potential flooding problems. We also need help with maintaining the parish website which involves updating and circulation of information regarding activities in the village. Finally we still do not have a Neighbourhood Watch volunteer. If you are interested in these roles, please contact Sue Booth, Clerk to the Council. 




1   Mill Lane Village Green

 
Many of you will already be aware that at the judicial hearing to consider the Parish Council’s application to have this land registered, the adjudicator‘s opinion was that there was not a sufficient number of residents using the land to meet the criteria of the 2006 Act. At a subsequent meeting of Leicestershire County Council in April, this recommendation was endorsed. This was a great disappointment to many residents who had supported the PC application and, to many, seemed an unreasonable conclusion. We would again wish to thank all residents who contributed to this application especially those of you who appeared at the Hearing in support of the application. We very much appreciate your time and effort.

  
2  Access to the gravel pits - another challenge!

 
Some of you who regularly walk around the water meadows will know that a developer has bought the land and intends to fence the area and possibly thereby restrict access. The walks to the left as you cross the footbridge and walk around the sailing lake and adjacent lakes are not designated public footpaths. A group of Frisby and Asfordby residents has now put in an application to Leicestershire County Council for recognition of these paths as ‘rights of way’. We are currently awaiting LCC’s response to the application. The Parish Council strongly supports the maintenance of unhindered access to this land and will seek Asfordby Parish Council’s support in ensuring this.  3   Hall Orchard Lane Bench

 

The bench is now in place and we wish to thank the resident who donated £500 towards the cost of it. There has been some concern expressed regarding the size of the bin and its proximity to the bench. This will be remedied shortly. A smaller bin will be erected and the current one placed outside the shop.

 

4   Litter Picking

 

The Parish Council would like to thank Joe and Oliver who spent time picking litter from around Frisby as part of their Duke of Edinburgh Award scheme (saving residents the chore of the Spring Litter Pick!)      
  
5   Telephone Box

 

The Parish Council has now adopted the telephone box on Main Street and it has been given a fresh coat of paint. It has been suggested that we have a defibrillator in the box accessible to the whole community and at a recent Parish Council meeting we had a presentation on the feasibility of this by the Community Heartbeat Trust. Some of you attended the meeting and the general opinion seemed to be that this would be a welcome move. It would require a team approach from the community and the logistics of it are still being discussed. We hope to hear from other local parishes about their experience of using the equipment. More to follow on this.
 

6   Administration

 It has been pointed out to us that public participation is difficult unless the Parish Council publishes its minutes and agendas more promptly. We will do our best to address this by publishing draft minutes two weeks after each meeting and getting the agenda out one week before each meeting. This will be published on the website and on the notice board outside the Methodist Chapel.

 
7   Speed in the village
 The village streets are getting increasingly congested and concern has been expressed regarding the speed of vehicles approaching Main Street down Rotherby Lane and Great Lane.

8   Dogs on farmland

 We have been asked to raise awareness of the problems relating to dogs walking in fields around the village, at this time of the year particularly, when young calves are grazing. It seems to be a recurring problem so we are asking dog owners in Frisby to please be responsible dog walkers:

· By law, farmers are entitled to destroy a dog that injures or worries their animals

· Keep your dog on a lead if you cannot rely on its obedience

· If a farm animal chases you or your dog, it is safer to let your dog off the lead—don’t risk getting hurt by trying to protect it

· Take particular care that your dog doesn’t scare sheep and lambs

· Please clean up after your dog to help stop   the spread of the virulent parasite, Neospora, which is found in dogs’ faeces and, if they foul grazing land and pregnant 
· cattle ingest the parasite, it will cause them to abort or give birth to calves infected for life
· Dog mess is unpleasant and it can cause infections—so always clean up after dog and get rid of the mess responsibly.
