Frisby Tree Warden Mr Alan King advised that the grassed area between Mill Lane and the end of Main Street is suitable for the planting of a further small tree.  Mr King suggested several species which would be suitable.  The Parish Council felt that any tree planted should not grow to a final height of more than 4 metres.  It was agreed that Mr King will consult with Mr Loe to select a suitable specimen.  The Clerk to write to Mr Loe to advise him of this.

Public Participation

It was noted that there is currently an issue with a Lime tree in the church yard.  The tree is leaning on the boundary wall and may represent a safety issue. The Old School Group would like this tree to be removed to allow the development of toilet facilities at the rear of the Old School Building. (see item 11a).  
b
John Billings has kindly reviewed the state of the seats around the village and reported that some maintenance work is required.  Most of the wooden slatted seats need treating and the seat at top of Great lane needs cleaning. The cast iron seat on Mill Lane needs treating.  It was agreed that an oil based preservative will be used. The Parish Council thanked John for his report and his offer to carry out the necessary work; the Parish Council agreed to refund the cost of any materials.

It was noted that the land adjacent to the Village Hall has  new owners.  As this has previously been identified as a  suitable site for a children’s play facility, the Clerk was requested to write to the new owners to enquire whether they would be prepared to enter into a lease or rental arrangement to allow a play area to be developed.
