Cllr Patterson may be able to find someone able to carry out this work on behalf of the Parish Council.  The Clerk to write officially once a suitable person has been identified to undertake the work. The Clerk to liaise with Malcolm Britton to identify which areas are to be allocated for cremated remains and report back to the next meeting.

The Burial Ground Regulations have been re drafted to include rules for cremated remains and the placing of tablets on the graves.  It was agreed  Cllrs Patterson and Ford will look at regulations used elsewhere, to see if further amendments are needed and report back with any suggestions to the next meeting.  The Clerk to ask M Britton if he would attend the next meeting, so that councillors may consult with him regarding the rules, before they are adopted.

Lime Tree in Church Yard
a
It is understood by the Parish Council that at a meeting on 18 September, regarding the proposal to build new toilets at the Old School and the probable need to remove an existing lime tree, FOSG gave an undertaking that the lime tree would only be felled when the builders were ready to start on the proposed extension and not before. It was also agreed at the meeting that any decision to go ahead was conditional on all the following;

-funding being raised for the project, 
-planning permission being granted for the toilet extension, 
-planning permission being granted for the removal of the     lime tree, 
-a builder being appointed to carry out the work and 
-that the tree removal would be carried out by professionals.

It was agreed that no building work would commence on site until all approvals were granted and that the lime tree would only be felled when building work was to start. The Rev’d Dale will write to the Diocese to obtain the faculty for the removal of the tree and the planning application for removal will be submitted. Plans for the toilet extension will be resubmitted. The Parish Council supports the decision made regarding the lime tree in the church yard and the need for approvals and funding to be in place before any work commences on site.

The Clerk has received an email from Claire Matchett asking which tree is causing concern.  The Clerk to reply to email and provide contact details for Cllr Ford or Chair who are prepared to meet on site. The Clerk also to enquire how the general audit of trees in the church yard is progressing.
