A local resident expressed concern over the planning application for 1 Main Street. The following points were raised; the development will not have a turning point for cars to be able to exit in a forward direction, parking within the development would appear to be inadequate for the size of the development. This may add to parking on the highway (already a problem), which is very near to a junction; the proposed development has windows overlooking other local properties in the vicinity, the adjacent property (no.3) will become enclosed by high walls; neighbouring properties will be affected by loss of light, shadowing, overlooking and loss of privacy.  Concerns were also expressed for pedestrian safety and the need for cars to reverse out of the proposed parking.
