Minutes of the previous meeting

The minutes of the meeting of 13 October were agreed. 
3
Matters Arising

a
The Clerk has received a reply from Andrew Warrington at LCC Highways indicating that LCC Highways have responsibility for the grassed area adjacent to Oak and Ash Way. He advises that before placing a seat at that location we need to consult with residents in the vicinity to ensure the majority are in agreement with the proposal and then apply to LCC for a Licence to site a seat at that location.  A fee will be charged for the licence. A plan showing the precise location of the seat will also have to be submitted. It was agreed the Clerk will draft a flyer to post through all properties in Oak Way, Ash Way and Hall Orchard requesting residents to make their views, on the proposal, known to either the Clerk or to one of the Councillors before the 11 January 2010.

Our tree warden, Mr Alan King has contacted the Clerk to advise that LCC Highways have cut back the trees and shrubs on Great lane just above the Mill Lane junction. In addition, Mr King is consulting with Mr Loe with a view to planting a small tree on the grassed area at the junction of Mill Lane and Main Street.

Public Participation

Cllr Angrave asked Councillors whether they had any issues they currently wished to raise with him.  He explained briefly current developments in replacing the Melton Borough Council Offices.

PC John Scott (0954) introduced himself as one of the two new beat officers for our area, the other PC being Martin Taylor (1235).  He reported that there have been two crime incidents in Frisby in the last 90 days. Both officers can be contacted by leaving a voice message on 0116 2485675 using their collar numbers quoted above.

Malcolm Britton explained to Councillors where the recent cremated remains have been buried at the Rotherby Lane Burial Ground.  Malcolm kindly agreed to meet with Dylan McMillan (who has agreed to add the cremation plots to the Burial ground Plan) at the Rotherby lane Burial Ground to discuss the locations of the new plots which need to be added to the plan.  Malcolm also agreed to contact Mr David North to ensure that he is still happy to liaise with Undertakers and Clergy as necessary to allocate the next available plot according to the type of burial.
 It was agreed that the Parish Council will pay the annual cost of servicing the mower. Malcolm also explained that the mower is likely to need replacing in about two years time. Malcolm also requested to hold a day break service at the Burial Ground on Easter Sunday, this was agreed to. Malcolm explained that further work was required in the burial ground to clear the grassy bank on the right hand side as it currently contains a lot of rubble and the existing fence is in a poor state.  It was agreed that the Clerk will refer this to Melton Borough to add to their list of one-off jobs for winter maintenance work.  The Chair agreed to speak to Mr Richard Machin to explain our proposal as he is the owner of the adjacent land.  It was also noted that a replacement fence and hedge will be required once the work has been done together with some grass seed and bulbs.

Burial Ground

Cllr Patterson confirmed that Dylan McMillan is prepared to add new cremation and children’s burial plots to the plans, He will advise the Parish Council of his charge in due course. It was agreed by the Councillors where Cremation Plots should be allocated on the plan, this being to the north east of the concrete plinths which are in situ and to the left of the seat which is at the top of the path.  It was also noted that additional plots for cremated remains could be allocated in the narrow strip between the path and the existing plots.  It was agreed that are area of the Burial ground should be set aside for children (small plots), this being to the right of the seat at the top of the path.

Cllrs Patterson and Ford set out their proposals for revisions to the Burial Ground Regulations to incorporate rules for cremated remains and the placing of tablets on the graves.  After minor further amendment these were agreed.  The Clerk to distribute to all Councillors, and a copy to be given to Mr Malcolm Britton for display at the Burial ground together with a copy for Mr David North.

It was agreed to increase the Fees charged from 1 January 2010 in line with the fees table issued by the Parochial Church Council. It was also agreed to increase the fees to include the amount that would normally be paid as “towards Stipend of Incumbent”.

The Councillors discussed the first draft of the budget presented by the Clerk.  It was agreed that further work will be required at the Burial Ground.  This being forming a wheel chair access through the side gate, this will necessitate the introduction of a drop-kerb and the forming a hard surface path. It was also noted that monies will be needed to pay Dylan McMillan for his work in adding the new plots to the scale plan.  Additionally, if the work on the boundary to the south west side of the Burial ground is complete a new fence will be required.  It was agreed to initially include a sum of £2,000 for the Burial ground works. It was agreed that the figure for Village Amenities should be shown at £1,000. In view of the current economic climate all Councillors agreed to use £3,305 from reserves.  This would lead to a Precept of £5,000.
