A letter has been received from the Land Registry asking whether the Parish Council wishes to continue with its objection to the registration of the land in adverse possession by the owners of Mill House. Defibrillator

a
Cllr Thew reported on a possible cascade system to alert assistance in the event that someone needs to use the defibrillator. The information from Carlton is that the person calling 999 can decide whether they need any help, if they do, a further number is dialled. The people involved in the cascade system have to undertake a training course on a regular basis and modems have to be purchased for each participant.  As no recruits have been forthcoming it was agreed that the current system would be sufficient. It was agreed to order three signs to put on each side of phone box indicating that it contains the defibrillator.

It was agreed to budget a further £1,500 for the Burial Ground (this making a total budget of £2,500 for the Burial Ground) to meet the cost of the three new plinths that need to be installed and to budget for £2,000 in total for village amenities. This resulted in a total expenditure of £11,585.  It was agreed to fund £3,835 from reserves, this resulted in a precept of £7,500 when a small vat refund was taken into account.
