It was agreed to order a copy of Growing in the Community. It was agreed that the Clerk would contact Cllr Sercombe to call a meeting of the working party after a further response as been received from the land owner.

It was agreed to include £3,000 for Village Amenities and a sum of £570 for contingencies.  As a result budgeted expenditure for 2009/10 is £9050 with anticipated income of £1550.  It was agreed to Precept for £7500 in 2009/10; the forms for return to MBC were duly signed.
