Public Participation

a
Concern re planning application for a Chalet bungalow to the rear of 21 Main Street. Objections were made on the grounds of lack of parking (should be three parking spaces, only one provided);   loss of light to adjacent properties. It was noted that a previous application in this vicinity was not approved.  Concern was expressed for youngsters attending the local playschool who have not developed road skills, and other highways safety aspects.  There was also concern for the street scene and the impact upon a conservation area.  It was also noted that it will increase general congestion in the street. The Parish Council was requested to ensure that the decision has to be made by the Committee and not by officers.  It was noted that provided at least five objections are lodged against the application the decision would be made by the planning committee.

Mr Swann and Mr Hutchison; would like to improve the sporting facilities for Frisby residents.  The cricket facility hosts not only cricket but rounders and other activities.  Councillors suggested the possibility of funding from the Playing Fields Association, the RCC (Pete Shaw (at RCC) has booklet of potential grants) and also the Sports Council.  The Parish Council may be able to assist but would want to know what fund raising has been undertaken by the club themselves, what other grants are being applied for, and that the facility would be available for use by residents of Frisby and not just for private use. The Parish Council would also wish to see full costings of any proposal.

Mr Lawman; concerned about the amount of rubbish and litter that gathers in the lanes around the village, suggests an annual general clean up by villagers.  Also that a larger dog bin may be needed on Mill Lane

Planning permission for one detached chalet bungalow.

The Parish Council objects to this application on the basis of the access, traffic congestion and safety issues. Traffic congestion in Church Lane is already a problem and additional development will add to this problem, added to which this is at the narrowest part of the lane where there are many parked vehicles and both visibility and access is poor.   Church Lane provides access to both the Church and the Frisby pre-school and as such there is already a safety issue for pedestrians using both facilities.  There is a history of parking problems and access for emergency vehicles will be made worse.  The proposed dwelling doesn’t allow access to the garage and makes entering and exiting the road very difficult.  The position of the proposed dwelling on the plot does not allow sufficient space for a vehicle to turn within the curtilage of the property, and this may mean vehicles have to reverse onto Church Lane. The six metre roof height will lead to some light reduction for adjacent properties.  Finally, it is not in character with the street scene and some of the materials that it is proposed to use are not in keeping with the local character. Removing a section of the brick wall will also alter the street scene. Agreed to ask Cllr Angrave to write to the Planning Committee to support our objections.

The Parish Council, subject to the above points being met, would consider offering up to a maximum of 25% of the cost of the project, subject to sufficient funds being available. It was also agreed that this would not apply to projects already completed or in progress. Other more general requests for financial support/grants would be considered on their own merit but any money allocated may be subject to disbursement limits set.
