Representatives of the residents of the Old Mill House asked about the application to register the land next to the Old Mill House. The Chair of the Parish Council explained that the Parish Council is taking steps to register the land as a village green, under the Commons Act 2006, so that it is available for use by all residents of the village.  Historically, this piece of land has been available for all residents to use as of right. However, the owners of the Old Mill House are concerned about people trespassing onto that area of land which is in their ownership. At present there is no clear boundary between the village green area of land and the residents’ land.   The representatives requested that no one go beyond the fence until the matter is legally resolved. The Parish Council informed the representatives that it is not able to stop people going onto the land but would not condone anyone in trespassing on to the area of land that is owned by the owners of the Old Mill House.
