Cllr from Ashby Folville introduced himself - he is attending  the meeting as an observer.

Cllr Orson explained possible changes which are currently being considered by LCC and may mean the end of school catchments. This is out to consultation until the end of February.  It was also noted that the different secondary schools in the Melton area will each become specialists in different areas (eg, sports, art etc.)
c
Dylan McMillian, the Heritage Warden for Frisby on the Wreake, gave an update on the work he has been doing.  There have been some interesting findings; in particular parts of the property at 7 Main Street, Frisby are believed to date from around 1490.  The materials used in the construction of the property also indicate that the house was probably built for a relatively wealthy person. In the archives held at Oxford University there is a document, written in Latin, which contains a lot of information regarding the village in the middle ages.  Dylan made a request that the Parish Council purchase a copy of this document for the benefit of the village with a view to it being translated and some of the more interesting parts put on public display at appropriate times. It was agreed that the Clerk should check that we have appropriate funds to do this and if so it was felt that this would be an asset and of interest to many villagers.

Mill Lane

A refuse vehicle has recently made a very large rut in the grass verge.  The resident concerned would like this grass verge to be replaced with cobbles, similar to those in Main Street.  Concern was expressed that this takes away from the rural nature of the village lane. We could write to MBC to request that they ask the refuse collectors not to drive their heavy vehicle over the grass.  It was agreed that grass should be retained, rather than cobbles being inserted.

Cllr Crowder has submitted an application to register the land adjacent to Mill House as village green. The Chair read out a letter from the LCC Solicitor Peter Law in response to our application, this  indicates that we will need to provide a lot more evidence. It was noted that we could take county court proceedings to get the fence down. However, it was agreed that the Parish Council should write to the owner of Mill House and request that the fence be removed, so that free access to is available to villagers and so that the situation is restored it to how it was previously.  It was also agreed to inform him that the Parish Council is intending to register the land as village green. Clerk to set out a pro-forma for Cllr Crowder to obtain signatures and evidence (photographs of villagers using the green) in support of the application. Write to Peter Law to let him know that this is an open space which doesn’t belong to the resident.
