Land to the rear of Oak Cottage, 26 Water Lane, Frisby. (originally  06/00876/Full and approved)
Proposed new dwelling.

The Parish Council objects to this application for the following reasons;

1
Access – there have been many complaints about congestion in Wellfield Lane, the entrance/exit to the proposed dwelling would be at the narrowest part of the lane.

2
Parking – the proposed dwelling is immediately adjacent to the lane and any visitors parking outside the property would add to the history of parking problems and also could make it difficult for emergency vehicles and ambulances servicing the old peoples bungalows at the far end of the lane.

3
Reduction of privacy and light for neighbouring properties – windows from the proposed dwelling face both 5 Wellfield Lane and 19 Wellfield Lane reducing their privacy.  The proposed dwelling would have a significant impact of light reduction on 19 Wellfield Lane.

Out of keeping with streetscene – all other properties on this side of the lane do not face directly onto the lane.  The proposed dwelling will also block out views some neighbours have of the church spire – this would be detrimental towards the village envelope consultation for retaining open view/spaces within the village.
