Public Participation

a
Richard and Debbie Machin commented on the state of the hedges on Rotherby Lane.  The Chair explained that hedges are the responsibility of landowners, unless they are infringing the highway.  The Parish Council is responsible for the hedge fronting the lane off
the Rotherby Lane Burial Ground.  Richard Machin offered to cut this for the Parish Council. The Chair thanked Richard Machin for his offer but explained that we presently have a contract with MBC for cutting this hedge and this should be carried out in the not to distant future.


Additionally, Richard and Debbie Machin informed the Parish Councillors of the name of the owner of the land off Rotherby Lane that backs on to the school.  They suggested that it may be possible to enter into negotiations with the landowner, Mr John Cook, to allow a new access to the school.  The Parish Council would be supportive of any such proposals in view of the current parking and safety issues associated with the current access to the school.  It was agreed that the Chair and Cllr Ayres would approach Mr Cook informally about the possibilities.  Additionally, Cllr Ayres would attend the next meeting of the school Governors on 6 December, to ask them to consider the alternative access.  It was noted that comments may need to be made with regard to this area of land in the Village Envelope consultations.

Mark Attlee updated the Parish Council regarding the proposed development at Moss Deeping.  There is to be a meeting between the Chair of Planning and representatives for the consultants, officers and residents tomorrow. This is to be followed by a site visit on Friday 18 November and then Planning Committee will decide the application on 22 November.

Burial Ground Regulations – revision

A
In paragraph 1 it was agreed that reference to “Kirby” Parish Council should be taken out. 

B
It was agreed that the present paragraph 2 of the Regulations should be replaced with the following;


“2.
Residents and former residents of the civil parish of Frisby-on-the-Wreake have a right to be buried in this burial ground.


3.
Non-residents may be buried in this burial ground at the discretion of the Parish Council.


4.
Charges for non-residents (i.e. Those who have never lived in the civil parish of Frisby-on-the-Wreake) will be three times the level of charge for residents.


5.
Charges will be set and reviewed as necessary by the Parish Council.


6.
 A second burial, must be either a partner or relative of the person already buried in the grave.


7.
Exclusive rights of burial last for ninety-nine years after which the grave may be re-used.”
C
This means that the present paragraph 3 in the regulations now becomes paragraph 8.  Subsequent paragraphs continue in number sequence. 

D
At old paragraph 4 (new paragraph 9) there is the addition of the words “No plot may be booked in advance”.

E
The total number of paragraphs in the revised regulations now stands at 23.

F
It was agreed to include a copy of the revised regulations on the new parish council website.

It was agreed not to put down a concrete plinth to support headstones on the top right hand side of the burial ground. It was also agreed that it would not be necessary, at the present time, to draw up a scale plan of the plots on the top right hand side.

Burial Ground Notice board

a
Cllr Abbott presented quotations for the sign board indicating Frisby Burial Ground (£295 plus Vat) and the lockable notice board at £395 plus carriage plus Vat.  It was agreed that the sign board should say “Frisby on the Wreake Burial Ground” and need to be on longer stakes so that it would be visible over the hedge.  It was accepted that this would cost more than the original quote.  It was agreed Cllr Abbott should place the order.

The board can only display “Burial Ground” not “Frisby-on-the-Wreake Burial Ground” as originally requested.  It was agreed to accept the sign as offered to be sited opposite the entrance to the burial ground.
