Concern expressed by residents of Mill Lane regarding the actual kerbing being used and the height of the kerbing which is being installed. The actual kerbing being used does not have the weathered/granite appearance that was expected.  In particular, it doesn’t match the original sample that is outside Magpie Cottage.  Concern also that the rest of Mill Lane is to be kerbed. The Chair explained that the Parish Council is not aware of any plans to kerb the rest of Mill Lane. It was noted that damage/erosion of the verges is particularly bad outside no.18 Mill Lane, and to some extend adjacent to the cemetery. Views of residents regarding what should be done differ slightly. The Chair showed a picture of the kerbing that was installed at Goadby Marwood. There was a general consensus that the kerbs need to be set lower.

Regulation 2: Residents of the civil parish of Frisby-on-the-Wreake have a right to be buried in this burial ground. (“Residents” include anyone who would normally be resident in Frisby but through age or infirmity has had to move to hospital, residential care or to live with family members away from the village.)

Regulation 3:  Former residents of Frisby-on-the-Wreake (or others with strong links to the village) may be buried in this burial ground at the discretion of the Parish Council.  In such case a fee of three times that charged for residents would be made.

Regulation 4:  To be omitted

Regulation 5 and 6 to be re-numbered to 4 and 5.

Regulation 9 to be inserted as 6.

All regulations from 10 onwards to be re-numbered.
