Minutes of the previous meeting

a
The minutes of the meeting of 15 January were agreed.
3
Matters Arising

a
Cllr Britton has identified that the water main stops about 100 metres short of the Burial Ground and is on the opposite side of the road.  It is likely that the cost for installing a water supply to the burial ground will be in excess of £2000. 
b
Reply received from STWA regarding our request for details of maintenance schedules.  We are informed that there is no planned maintenance scheduled for Frisby in the near future.  STWA do not consider it necessary but request that they are alerted if any problems arise.  There has been some flooding in Rotherby Lane which has been investigated by Highways and as a result an old culvert has been cleared and re-built as necessary.  There is a further problem with flooding outside 8 Rotherby Lane which may be due to collapse of another old culvert.   The Clerk to write to LCC Highways and thank them for the work they have done on the south side of Rotherby Lane and ask them to investigate the further flooding on the northern side of the road.

The possibility of a seat has been put in the Milestone to see if any residents are interested in donating one.
d
Nothing further has been heard regarding the church yard wall.

Cllr Britton to reply to the advertiser about future events in Frisby.

Public Participation
a
A resident spoke regarding the cobbles on Main Street.  After carrying out renovation work contractors have replaced the cobbles with tarmac and cement, this looks an eyesore and should be re-instated as it was (ie. with cobbles).   The Clerk to write to Highways to ask them to inspect, acknowledging that it may be other bodies that have left it in this state and querying whether Highways oversee such re-instatements and requesting that they chase appropriate contractors to ensure that the cobbles are replaced.
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b
Residents expressed concern about the narrow strip of grass that has been left outside Orchard Cottage, 7 Mill Lane.  Heavy and large vehicles often have difficulty in the narrow lane and attempt to straddle the grass but end up either rutting the grass or mounting the pavement and getting very close to property causing vibration and noise. Although this has been re-seeded by MBC it continues to be driven over and consequently looks a mess.  Residents suggested that cobbles be used to fill the narrow strip, then vehicles would cross the cobbles rather than trying to straddle the grass. Some residents at the meeting felt that they had not been consulted on this issue.  The Chair explained that a meeting had been held in the street to discuss the matter and that some residents had attended the last parish council meeting to further express their views. One resident offered to put small edgers outside his house on his own land to abut against the tarmac road rather than have the granite edging proposed by Highways.

Mill Lane Issues
a
Some residents have sent an email supporting granite edging stones and expressing concern about the use of suggested cobbles outside 7 Mill Lane.  In view of the email and the comments made by members of the public at paragraph 4b above, it was agreed to re-visit the options for the grass inset outside 7 Mill Lane.  The Chair will consult further with the Highway authority with a view to setting out a list of alternatives and then undertaking further consultation with residents. 
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b
Cllr Crowder has begun a list of residents that have used the land by the Mill but is still seeking further evidence from local residents. The Clerk to write to the owner of Mill House informing him we are pursuing the issue of the common land at the bottom of Mill Lane and to request that the bolt, which has recently appeared, be taken off of the gate.  The owner to be reminded that he has always said that the public can have access.  Clerk to write to Highways to track a letter dated form around 2000 regarding the fencing.
