Matters Arising

a
There has been no response to the notice in the Milestone for the Flood Warden vacancy.

A letter has been received from Melton BC confirming that the site to the rear of 8A Main Street is a Public Open Space (POS).  Two emails have been received from residents supporting the maintenance of the POS.

Public Participation

Two representatives from Bentons Estate Agents explained that Bentons is dealing with the sale of the lodges at Frisby Lakes.  They asked if the Parish Council had any queries regarding the proposed development and left sheets for any queries with their contact details.

Cllr Orson informed the meeting that the next Community Forum is at Gaddesby on 23 September, and as part of the Big Society, Districts will be allocated monies which can be used for projects submitted by communities. He also informed the meeting that LCC has now identified cuts needed over the next three years to meet government targets.

It was reported that on one occasion two cars were parked  on the unmade road towards Frisby Lakes, leaving a very small space, and in such a way as to make it very difficult for walkers to pass by.

There was no report available.

Access to the gravel pits 

a
A letter has been received from PC Martin Taylor requesting that dogs are kept on a lead with dog mess being cleared up by owners.  Also it is requested that dogs are  not allowed to swim in the lakes/rivers.  He suggests that  the Parish Council contacts the owner Mr Carney if they wish to discuss this further. It was agreed that the PC should issue a plan to inform residents of the correct line of the footpath, request that residents keep dogs on leads and clear up after their dog. Dogs should not be allowed to go into the water and no one should enter the areas where building work is taking place. The Parish Council is concerned about incidents of vandalism that have been reported. Cllr Palmer reported that the Definitive Map Modification Order (DMMO) and supporting evidence has now been lodged with LCC and that this will now take approximately 6 to 9 months to be processed. A request has been received from the group that have made the submission to assist with publicising the progress that has been made.  It was agreed that the plan and the requests would be set out in the next issue of the Milestone together with an update for residents on the progress of the application for the footpath. It was also agreed to set up a working party to facilitate support from the Parish Council as necessary.

It was agreed to reply in support of renewable energy and to particularly encourage the investigation of forms other than wind turbines which are not considered acceptable in close proximity to residential areas.

Tidy up of land between Wellfield Lane & Church Lane

a
Following complaints from residents about the overgrown grass, hedge and cherry tree at the top end of Wellfield Lane, it was learnt that a local resident had been maintaining this area.  The Chair appointed an interim contractor to mow on a fortnightly basis until the Parish Council could meet to decide on a course of action. The views of residents immediately adjacent to the area have been sought with regard to the hedge.  It was agreed to retain the hedge and the cherry tree but that both need to be cut back and the pathway tidied up. The Tree Warden has also identified four scrubby trees within Butt End that need pruning and the area below them needs tidying up.   The Clerk to seek prices to cut back the hedge and trees and clear the pathway and tidy up beneath the trees.
