Minutes of the meeting held on 24 May 2011 at 8.30pm, in the Methodist Centre.

Presentation on Defibrillators 
by Mr Martin Render from Community Heartbeat Trust, with Ruth 
Lambert from the Emergency Response Service also in attendance.
Over 100,000 people die from cardiac arrest in the community every year. Cardiac arrest is when the heart beats irregularly or not at all, it may also arise as a result of a heart attack. It can happen to anyone at anytime. If it happens, time is of the essence and the longer the delay before the heart begins beating again the more likely you are to die. On average it will take only 5 minutes to die. Can an ambulance reach our community within this time?  
The objective of the charity is to put defibrillators in the community.  The defibrillator needs to be accessible.  A lot are being put in ex-telephone boxes.  A power supply is needed to the cabinet that contains the defibrillator as it needs to be kept at a certain temperature.  The scheme must be undertaken in conjunction with the local ambulance service. The ambulance service will advise on when to use the equipment and can give the code to get the defibrillator out of the cabinet (people in the village can also be told the code). The charity does not make a profit on the sale of these units. The package costs £1,690 (for the defibrillator machine & secure cabinet and one set of pads) plus installation costs. A new set of pads cost £25. The defibrillator has a 7 year warranty and the company will repair if it is needed.  The battery lasts approximately 4 years and costs £160 to replace.  No other servicing or maintenance is needed. The charity offer a free training session which includes simple basic life support. The defibrillator machine itself talks you through what you need to do to operate it and no special skills are needed. With cardiac arrest the normal chance of survival is around 3% but with the defibrillator it is increased to over 50%. The defibrillator unit may need replacing after about 7 years.

Public Participation
a
A request was made for the agenda to be issued more in advance of the meeting. It was agreed to set a target to issue the agenda one week before a scheduled meeting. 
b
Residents expresses concern about the potential loss of access around the old gravel pits. This area has been used by both Frisby and Asfordby residents for over 40 years. It is understood that the new owner of the area (Mr Carey) has plans to fence the area and possibly thereby restrict access. The possibility of the use of swipe cards, for which a charge will be made, has also been mentioned. Several local residents feel that this is not an appropriate course of action. A resident expressed the view that we should look to register the land as village green and pursue the intention to get it listed as a public right of way through LCC. As Asfordby Parish is affected by this it was felt that their help and support should be enlisted.

The Parish Council was asked whether the council has considered the provision of a Neighbourhood Development Plan under the governments localism bill. 

d
Concern was expressed over the speed of vehicles coming into the village particularly down Rotherby Lane. Those at the meeting expressed an interest in getting involved in the community speed watch scheme. Rachel Spencer agreed to co-ordinate the group and the Clerk will put in a request for the loan of the equipment. A group of about 12 people will be needed. Concern was also expressed over parking around the village often causing obstruction.

Local residents have used footpaths around the lakes for a very long time (in excess of 40 years). The Parish Council strongly supports the maintenance of unhindered access to this land. The Clerk to contact Asfordby PC to seek their support in ensuring that a public right of access is maintained. It was also agreed to look into getting village green status for the land.
