2 Minutes of the previous meeting

The minutes of the meeting of the 5 July were agreed.

3 Public Participation

a
Brian Thompson expressed concern about the height at which aircraft going to/from  Nottingham East Midland Airport (NEMA) are passing over Frisby.  He has complained to both the Airport Authorities and the local MP Alan Duncan.  Mr Thompson gave the telephone number for reporting occurrences (08451 088540) and wished to inform local residents that they should note as much information as possible (date, time, direction of travel, number of engines, any distinctive colours on the aircraft etc.) when they wish to report incidents. 
b
John Billings also spoke about the aircraft nuisance.  He felt that the aircraft may be flying outside of the designated “swathes”; he has pursued this with the Managing Director of NEMA and urges other residents to do the same.  Residents can also register complaints and sign a petition on the website demand.uk.net. 
c
Cllr Orson indicated that LCC is pressing for greater control on night flights and the correct use of air corridors.

d
The Parish Council agreed to write to LCC offering their support in pressing for greater control, particularly on night flights and the correct use of air corridors.  It was agreed to send a letter to the Prime Minister, Tony Blair demanding greater controls on aircraft, with regard to height, night flights and the correct use of agreed air corridors.

Burial Ground Hedges and Maintenance

a
Concern was expressed about the poor mowing service being received under the contract with MBC.  Both of the Cemeteries and the Rotherby Lane Burial Ground have looked a mess, it would appear that the frequency of cutting is not meeting the criteria laid down in the contract, namely that grass should never be more than three inches in length.  The Chair requested a copy of the contract so that the matter can be raised directly with the appropriate manager at MBC. Some revisions may be required to the contract as it includes the mowing of the Closed Church yard which is now the direct responsibility of MBC.

With regard to the hedge it was felt that the roadside hedge should be trimmed, in the autumn to a height of 4 feet (the contractor currently specifies 5 feet), and that on the other three side of the Burial Ground the hedge should be properly laid.
