The  Mill Lane Village Green application has been rejected. This will be presented at LCC on 21 April 2011.  Cllr Ford feels that the decision should be challenged.  It was agreed to make representations at the meeting on 21 April. Mark Newcombe has agreed to represent the Parish Council. It  was felt that the law of ‘natural justice’ had not been applied and legislation has also  been identified which allows land to be closed off for a period of time and still qualify as village green.  It is important to note that the registration of the land does not deprive anyone of using the land. It was agreed to request Cllr J Orson to write in support of the case and to ask the witnesses to write in support as well.  The Parish Council to check that a caution has been placed on the land.
