Parish Plan Presentation by G Tipper from the Rural Community Council

A Parish Plan is a comprehensive document addressing all issues of concern to the community. It can incorporate elements of both a Village Design Statement and a Village Appraisal.  It will contain a clear statement for the future and look at how any need may be met.

The Plan will be produced by the community, usually led by a Steering group.  Everyone will be consulted and it will cover all aspects of community life.  It must be supported by the Parish Council who will be required to provide some financial assistance for the project (about 20 %).  It will also be supported and guided by an officer from the RCC, and the RCC will provide some funding for the work to be carried out.

The Plan can address issues to do with housing, transport, green spaces, health, employment, services, amenities etc.

The process that is required is as follows;

-support from the Parish Council

-an open meeting for the community

-setting up of a steering group

-production of a constitution for the steering group

-community consultation and information gathering

-production of a draft report

-circulation of the finished plan

-launch of the plan through the Rural Partnership Protocol

-action plan for the future.

Once a plan has been produced there is a “launch” to which all interested parties are invited.

If the Parish Council wishes to go ahead with the production of a Parish Plan the next step would be to call a public meeting to set out the proposal and identify local individuals who wish to form the steering group.  The Chair thanked Glynis Tipper for an interesting presentation.
